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The Big Idea

The law of the road is quite simple.  It states simply that “my direction determines my destination.”  Direction not intention determines my destination.  It can be illustrated for those living on the Central Coast with the following illustration.  It doesn’t matter if I gather my family and pray, it doesn’t matter if I visualise the place I want to go on my holiday.  It doesn’t matter if my friends wave me off and pray for travelling mercies.  It doesn’t even matter if my small group has prayed and fasted for a week. The law of the road dictates that if I drive my car to the F3 Freeway and turn north, I will never get to Sydney.  (Which is south).  Why, because direction trumps intention, dreams or aspirations every time.  Now we now this law when it comes to driving, walking flying etc.  What we don’t seem to realise is that it works in other areas of our lives as well.
The law of the road applies to:

Me on my financial road

Me on my family road
Me on my spiritual road

Me on my marriage road
Me on my dating road

Me on my professional road

Me on my health road

My direction – the decisions I make each day determines my destination, not my intentions or dreams.
There seems to be a huge difference in people’s lives between where they want to end up and the road that they have choose.

Bible Study that Illustrates the Law of the Road

Group Reads Proverbs 7: 6-9

Solomon is watching a young man about to walk down a road that has only one destination.

Question:  Why does Solomon call the young man “simple,” and someone with “no sense,” or “lacking judgement?”

Question:  Why, from these versus do we get an idea that trouble is coming?

Group Reads Proverbs 7:10-21

Question:  What choices did the young man make to find himself on this road?

Question:  What choices did the lady make to find herself on this road?

Question:  What could the young man or lady have done to stop being on this road?

Versus 14 The lady has fulfilled her vows and has food from her fellowship or thank offering.  This lady has been to the temple and asked forgiveness of her sins to allow herself to sin some more.  

Question:  Since God does forgive our sins, what is there about this ladies attitude to sin that is wrong?   

Question:  How is my attitude to sin any different to this lady? 

Question:  What things do I do in my life to show I am not living for the moment as this young man does but am living for the future?  Eg Finances, relationships, health

Group Reads: Proverbs 7: 22-27 

Why do so many believe that they are the exception to the law of the road?

What can we do to get off the road or highway to death?

Conclusion:

Being able to identify some bad roads I am on is the first step to getting onto a new road.  

Question:  Can I name some bad roads I am on?
Question:  What are some good roads to be on?

How am I doing on those roads?
